ACCEPTING THE OFFER FROM EWALD KUBOTA TO PROVIDE

WHEREAS, an offer was submitted by Ewald Kubota, through the Texas Local Government 
Purchasing Cooperative (a.k.a. the "Buyboard"), to provide the City with two 4 x 4 utility tractors 
for a total cost of$104,512.80; and 

WHEREAS, this purchase meets the requirements under the terms of the Texas Local Government 
Purchasing Cooperative agreement adopted by the City of San Antonio by Ordinance No. 97097 on 
January 30, 2003; NOW THEREFORE: 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. The offer from Ewald Kubota to provide the City with two 4 x 4 utility tractors for a 
total cost of $104,512.80 is hereby accepted, subject to and contingent upon the deposit of all 
required bonds, performance deposits, insurance certificates and endorsements. The bid tabulation 
and contract are attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes as Exhibit I. 

SECTION 2. Funding in the amount of $104,512.80 for this ordinance is available in Fund 
72001000, Cost Center 3503200001, and General Ledger 5501055, as part of the Fiscal Year 2016 
Budget. Payment not to exceed the budgeted amount is authorized to Ewald Kubota and should be 
encumbered with a purchase order. 

SECTION 3. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Director of 
Finance, City of San Antonio. The Director of Finance may, subject to concurrence by the City 
Manager or the City Manager's designee, correct allocations to specific SAP Fund Numbers, SAP 
Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP Fund Centers, SAP Cost 
Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation Document Numbers and SAP GL 
Accounts as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 4. This ordinance is effective immediately upon passage by eight affirmative votes; 
otherwise it is effective on the tenth day after passage.

City, in Its sole discretion, may also waive any minor Informalities or Irregularities in any offer, such es failure to submit 
sufficient offer copies, failure to submit literature or sImilar attachments, or business affiliation Infonnation. 

Chang" to Offer Form. Offers must be submitted on the fonns fumlshed. Offers that change the format or content of 
City's RFO may be rejeqted. 

WIthdrawal of Offers. Offers may be withdrawn prior to the due date. Written notice of wlthdrawai shall be provided to the 
Staff Contact Person for offers submitted in hard copy.

Evaluation and Award of Contract. 

City reserves the right to make an award on the basis of City's best Interests. Award may also be made based on low 
line Item, low total line Items, or In any other combination that serves the best Interest of City, unless City designates 
this solicitation as an ·all or none· offer In the Supplemental Terms & Conditions. 

A written award of acceptance, manifested by a City Ordinance, and a purchase order furnished to Offeror results In a 
binding contract without further action by either party. Offeror must have the Purchase Order before making any 
delivery. 

City res8lVeS the right to delete items prior to the awarding of the contract, and purchase said Items by other means. 

In.oectlon of Facll!tlealEqulpmenl Depending on the nature of the RFO, Offarors' facilities and equipment may be a 
determining factor In making the offer award. All Offerors may be subject to Inspection of their facilities and eqUipment. 

Prompt Payment Discount. 

Provided Offeror meets the requirements stated herein, City shall take Offeror's offered prompt payment discount Into 
consideration. The evaluation will not be based on the discount percentage alone, but rather the net price as 
determined by applying the discount to the offer price, either per line Item or total offer amount. However, City reserves 
the right to reject a discount If the percentage Is too low to be of value to City, all things considered. City may also 
reject a discount If the percentage I, so high as to create an overly large disparity between the price City would pay If It 
Is able to take advantage of the discount and the price City would pay If It were unable to pay within the discount 
period. City may always reject the discount and pay within trye 30 day period, at City's IOIe option. 

City will not consider discounts that provide fewer than 10 day. to pay In order to receive the discount. 

For example, payment terms of 2% 5, Net 30 will NOT be considered in offer evaluations or in the payment of 
Invoices. However, payment terms of 2% 10, Net 30 will result In a two percent reduction In the offer price during offer 
evaluation, and City win take the 2% discount if the invoice Is paid within the 10 day time period. 

Prohibited Financial InterHt. The Charter of the City of San Antonio and Its Ethics Code prohibit a City officer or 
employee, 81 those terms are defined In the Ethics Code, from having a financial Interest in any contract with City or any 
City agency such as City-owned utilities. An officer or employee has a ·prohibited financial interesr in a contract with City 
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or In the sale to City of land materials, supplies or service, If any of the following Indlvldual(s} or entities Is a party to the 
contract or sale: the City omcer or employee; his parent, child or spouse; a busl". .. entity In which he or his parent, chllcl 
or spouse owns ten (10) peprcent or more of the voting stock or shares of the busl"... entity, or ten (10) percent or more 
of the fair market value of the busln ... entity; or a busln ... entity. In which any Individual or entity above listed is a 
subcontractor on a City contract, a partner or a parent or subsidiary business entity. 

Conflict of Interest. EffectIve January 1,2006, Chapter 176 of the Texas Local Govemment Code requires that Pt!tI'8onS, or 
their agents, who aeek to contract for the sale or purchase of property, goods, or services with the City, shall file a 
completed, conflict of Interest questionnaire with the City Clerk not later than the 7th busln ... day after the date that the 
person: (1) begins contract dlacu .. lona or negotiation. with the City; or (2) submits to the City an application, response to 
a request for proposall or offers, correapondence, or another writing related to a potential agreement with the City. The 
conflict of Inlerelt questionnaire form is avall~le from the Texas Ethics Commission at www.ethlca.atate.tx.us. ~mpleted 
conftlct of Interest questionnaires may be mailed or delivered by hand to the 0ftIce of the City Clerk.
